SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. mmy

This Act may be cited as the “District of Columbia Emergency Reduction
Deficit Reduction Act of 1991”. Act of 1991.

SEC. 2. PERMITTING MAYOR TO REDUCE BUDGETS OF BOARD OF EDU-
CATION AND OTHER INDEPENDENT AGENCIES.

(a) INn GeENErAL.—Title IV of the District of Columbia Self-Govern-
ment and Governmental Reorganization Act is amended by insert-
ing after section 452 the following new section:

“REDUCTIONS IN BUDGETS OF INDEPENDENT AGENCIES

“Sec. 453. (a) In accordance with subsection (b) and except as
provided in subsection (c), the Mayor reduce amounts appro-
priated or otherwise made avai.labl?to independent agencies of the
District of Columbia (including the Board of Education) for a fiscal
year if the Mayor determines that it is necessary to reduce such
amounts to balance the District’s budget for the fiscal year.

“(bX1) The Mayor may not make any reduction pursuant to
subsection (a) unless the {d.nyor submits a proposal to make such a
reduction to the Council and the Council approves the proposal.

“(2) A proposal submitted by the Mayor under paragraph (1) shall
be deemed to be approved bg e Council—

“(A) if no member of the Council files a written objection to
the proposal with the Secretary of the Council before cixlgi.r -
tion of the 10-day period that begins on the date the Mayor
submits the pro ; or

“(B) if a member of the Council files such a written objection
during the period described in subparagraph (A), if the Council
does not dm:.(rprove the proposal prior to the expiration of the
45-day period that begins on the date the member files the
written objection.

“(3) The periods described in subparagraphs (A) and (B) of para-

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SEC. 3. PERMITTING DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA TO CARRY OUT EMPLOYEE
SEPARATION PROGRAM.

Section 422(3) of the District of Columbia Self-Government and
Governmental Reorganization Act (sec. 1-242(3), D.C. Code) is
amended by striking the period at the end of the fourth sentence
and inserting the following: “, except that nothing in this Act shall
prohibit the District from separatmg an officer or employee subject
to such system pursuant to procedures established by the Council for
the separation of officers and employees whose positions are deter-
mined to be excess positions if the separation of such officer or
employee is carried out during the 18-month period that begins on
the date of the enactment of the District of Columbia Government
Comprehensive Merit Personnel Act of 1978 Emergency Amend-
ment Act of 1991.”.

SEC. 4. PERMITTING DISTRICT OF COLUMBIA TO ISSUE BONDS FOR
FINANCING EXISTING GENERAL FUND DEFICIT.

(a) IN GENERAL.—Section 461(a) of the District of Columbia Self-
Government and Governmental Reorganization Act (sec. 47-321(a),
D.C. Code) is amended—

(1) by striking “(a)"” and inserting “(a)1)"”;

(2) by striking “outstanding” and inserting “outstanding, to
finance the outstanding accumulated operating deficit of the
neral fund of the District of $331,5689,000, existing as of
ptember 30, 1990,”; and

(3) by addmg at the end the following new paragraph:

“(2) The District may not issue any general obligation bonds to
finance the operating deficit described in paragraph (1) after
September 30, 1992.”.
